You can also research 

articles or find “filler” 

articles by accessing 

the World Wide Web. You can 

write about a variety of topics 

but try to keep your articles 

short. 

Much of the content you put 

in your newsletter can also be 

used for your Web site. Micro-

soft Publisher offers a simple 

way to convert your newslet-

ter to a Web publication. So, 

when you’re finished writing 

your newsletter, convert it to a 

Web site and post it.

Selecting pictures or graphics 

is an important part of adding 

content to your newsletter.

A listing of names and titles of 

managers in your organization 

is a good way to give your 

newsletter a personal touch. 

If your organization is small, 

you may want to list the 

names of all employees. 

If you have any prices of stan-

such as a breakfast 

meeting for vendors 

every third Tuesday of 

the month, or a biannual 

charity auction. 

If space is available, this 

is a good place to insert 

a clip art image or some 

other graphic.
